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ON-COURSE ADVICE

Decide how much assistance you want to receive from your Caddie. Before you begin a
game mode, select SETTINGS from the main menu and pick your Caddie mode.

Automatic Your Caddie automatically determines the best shot for the
current situation, but it is up to you to execute the shot.

Manual Caddie A new Caddie option. Receive on-screen hints from your
Caddie as you set up the perfect shot.

PRE-SHOT STANCE

Adjust your stance to create unique and dynamic shots. Move {@/@} to open your
stance, and add fade right or draw left for right-handed golfers and fade left or draw
right for left-handed golfers. Move %/@ to move the ball forward or backward in
your stance, which alters the height of the ball's trajectory.

SHOT PREVIEW ARC

After setting up your stance, the Shot Preview Arc shows the projected arc of the ball
based on your current stance and club selection. This arc also updates based on the
Strike Meter, which includes information on the difference between fat, perfect, and thin
ball contact points.The Shot Preview Arc is available by use of a Pin, be sure to collect a
complementary pin of this type in the Starter Pack.



STRIKE METER
Utilize the Strike Meter to dig the ball out of bunkers or to pick the ball cleanly when

it’s in the rough. Fat or thin hits are non-optional and affect the shot power and ball
trajectory. You can modify where the club face strikes the ball to gain greater control
over the height of your shot. Alter your contact to suit the current circumstances. Hit

under the ball to pop it up high, or hit near the top of the ball for a low shot.

TOTAL CLUB CONTROL

You now have total control over your swing with the new swing system in Tiger Woods
PGA TOUR® 13. Move @ to determine your backswing, and then move é to swing.
Your movement’s spee; controls the swing power. At higher difficulty levels, you must
execute draws and fades by swinging your club diagonally ( '@ ). The results are

more sensitive to mishits.



SWING FEEDBACK HUD

Play close attention to the pace of your swing. Adjust the tempo of both the back-
swing and follow through to perfect the timing of your swing. You can extend your
backswing and speed up the forward swing to give an extra power boost, but there is
a risk of over swinging. Look to the Swing Feedback in the lower-left of the HUD for

an analysis of your backswing and follow through.



PUTTING
After you have lined up the putt, move @ to draw back the putter and move @ to follow

through. The speed of your movement d:termines the outcome of your putt.

Press @ to activate the Caddie on the green. Your Caddie recommends the best spot to
aim your putt, and the recommendation is marked with a circle on the putting surface.
Aim within the circle to help sink your putt.

For extra help, press to enable the putt preview feature. It displays the path of the ball

based on your current setup.



Tiger Woods PGA TOUR® 13 includes Kinect support
throughout the entire gameplay experience. To use
Kinect controls, choose the Xbox 360 Kinect Sensor
option at the control select screen, which appears
before you enter an event. When using Kinect, follow
the on screen guides to navigate menus, zoom to a
target, address the ball, and swing. You can also use
certain voice commands for in-game actions, such as

setting up your shot.

The autosave feature saves your progress after every hole in your career. When playing
the Road to the PGA TOUR mode, use the MidRound Save system to save in the middle
of an event. When you resume your save, you return to the beginning of the last hole you

played.

IMPORTING XP
Import a golfer profile from Tiger Woods PGA TOUR® 12: The Masters® to gain XP that

can be assigned to your new golfer. The amount of XP you gain is related to how much

XP you earned with your imported golfer in the previous title.



DIFFICULTY SETTINGS

In addition to choosing the difficulty setting, you can further customize each setting.
Before you begin a course, select SETTINGS from the main menu to adjust the Difficulty
Level as well as the Swing Difficulty, Backswing Meter, Ball Spin, Putt Preview, Caddie
Mode, Green Grid, and Swing Stick.

The higher your difficulty, the more challenging it is to use the Strike Meter. Adjusting the
difficulty also modifies the Status Point and XP multiplier. The more difficult the settings,

the more you will earn.

Scroll over
the pin type to see how many pins you have left. The bottom left of the screen displays
available refills, which you can utilize once a pin's uses have been depleted.

BOOSTS PINS

Boost Pins give a variety of boosts to your gameplay such as power,

spin, and accuracy to your equipment or golfer's attributes. They can

also provide Status Point boosts and refills.



Collect all 18 holes of a course to earn an extra modifier on

your Boost Pins and Status Points when playing on that

specific course.

NOTE:
You can level up your pins to gain stronger bonuses. The first time you gain

a pin from a pin pack, it's bronze. When you gain that pin again, it levels up

to silver. The third time you acquire that pin, it levels up a final time to gold.



PROGRESSION
Select MY GOLFER and then CREATE GOLFER to begin. Once you create your golfer,

return to the main menu and select GAME MODES. Choose ROAD TO THE PGA TOUR to
start as an Amateur and work your way up the professional ranks to qualify for the PGA
TOUR and become the number one golfer in the world. Win the Amateur Championship in
the U.S. or Europe to qualify for a major as an Amateur golfer. Then, battle your way
through the Nationwide Tour to enter the PGA TOUR.
